NREGA workers.

Sub Section 3 of Section 3 of the Mahatma Gandhi NREGA provides that the
disbursement of daily wages shall be made on a weekly basis or in any case not
later than a fortnight after the date on which such work was done. In case of delay
in payment, the labourers are entitled to receive payment of compensation as per
the provisions of the Payment of Wages Act, 1936
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Under section 4, States are to make arrangements for ‘the proper
implementation of the Scheme. It is expecied that the States have established
administrative modalities for ensuring fortnightly wage payments. ,

Suggestions for streamlining the administrative procedure to ensure wage
payment within a fortnight of work done are aiso elicited from States so that the
objective of the Act to enhance the livelihood security of the rural households Is not
defeated by delay in payment of wages. States are urged to eview the reasons for
administrative delays in wage payments and take immediate steps for remedying
them. This will also help in identifying such factors affecting timely wage payments
as may be related to banks and post offices 10 be able lo coordinate such issues at
Government of India level.
